From previous chapters you have learned that the definite articles in
German are der, die and das, which means “the.” The corresponding
indefinite articles are ein, eine and ein meaning “a” or “an.” Similar to the
definite articles in the accusative (den, die, das), there are indefinite articles
(einen, eine, ein) as well. The following shows both definite and indefinite
articles in the nominative and accusative case.
